⚫ Sign in the portal and click the 
“Menu“ navigation in the upper right 
corner.

⚫ Go to the “Account” page in the 
menu.
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⚫ Go to the authentication page from 
“Get Token“ under “Issue API Access 
Token“ at the bottom of the 
“Account“ page.

⚫ On the authentication page, enter 
your “username“ and “password“, 
and click the “Sign in“ button to sign 
in.
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⚫ If you successfully signed in, you will 
automatically move to the 
“jwt.ms“ page.

⚫ The “eyJ ...“ displayed at the top of 
the screen is the API access token, 
so copy and use it.
